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MORE INFORMATION

With growing masses of waste becoming increasingly
difficult to deal with, it is evident that producers of
consumer goods must take responsibility in managing
their product’s environmental impacts thoughout its
entire life cycle. That is, not just the production stage,
but also the post consumer stage. Extended Producer
Responsibility (EPR) is an environmental policy
approach originally developed in Europe to aid in
addressing this important concept. EPR policies aim
to keep products and materials out of our waste
stream. Manufacturer responsibility can be pro-active
through designing products that produce less waste,
use fewer resources and accommodate more recy-
cled parts.
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PRODUCER RESPONSIBILITY

A major function of EPR is the transfer of the costs and
physical responsibility of waste management from

local governments and taxpayers to the producer. By

doing so, environmental costs of treatment and dis-

posal could then be incorporated into the cost of the
product, creating a market that truly reflects the prod-
uct’s environmental impacts.

Examples of EPR principles are using water, energy
and raw materials more efficiently; considering envi-
ronmental and lifestyle impacts of the product, not
just the design; considering use of pollution as well as
waste avoidance, re-use and recycling during product
design and manufacture; management of end-of-life
products to recover wastes and re-use, disassemble,
recycle and safely dispose of any residual waste.

M Think about the products you buy. Support busi-
nesses that seriously consider their product life’s
environmental impact, and write to companies
you know that could be doing a better job. Let
them know how you feel.

M If you think Extended Producer Responsibility is an
important approach Australia could be taking
legally, contact the Environment Minister with
your thoughts.
