The Park’s management is currently working 
towards improving their existing waste disposal 
practices. An audit in January revealed that a large 
component of the waste from the Park was 
recycling such as glass, plastic, cardboard and 
aluminium.   
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Claypso is working with local Council to put in 
place a system to divert this recycling from landfill.  
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Business Waste Reduction 
Project News  

 
The North East Waste Forum (NEWF) is a collective 
of local councils that have come together to share 
resources to help avoid and reduce waste going to 
landfill in the Northern NSW region. The Business 
Waste Reduction Project (BWRP), is a NEWF project 
that offers local businesses the opportunity to 
implement sustainable practices and minimize the 
waste they send to landfill.  A businesses waste is 
assessed; advice is given and on going support is 
available – all for free. 
 
The New Year has seen a number of new businesses 
take advantage of the free advisory service offered by 
the Business Waste Reduction Project. Linnaeus 
Estate at Broken Head sought advice on recycling last 
year and constructed a new waste station with clear 
signage for disposal of paper, cardboard and co-
mingled recycling.   This year they are turning their 
attention to organics and exploring options such as 
worm farms and compost bins.  Other businesses 
now working with the project to assess their waste 
practices and minimise the amount of waste they 
produce include Ocean Shores Country Club and 
Image Design Homes at Murwillumbah. 
 
Longer term participants continue to work through 
their action plans, moving their businesses to more 
sustainable operations. In Yamba, the Angourie 
Rainforest Resort has attracted local media attention 
with its commitment to reduce organic waste. Further 
north, St Mary’s High School at Casino has received 
its Waste Smart Business Certificate for efforts in 
diverting paper and cardboard from landfill.  
Congratulations to these local businesses for their 
commitment to reduce the amount of valuable 
resources going to landfill from the corporate sector in 
our region.
