East Lismore Preschool make a huge water saving 
East Lismore Preschool is now brimming with devices that make a huge saving with wa-
ter consumption. Thanks to their hard work writing a successful Community Water 
Grant they got the money needed to upgrade the Centre’s facilities.  Not only did all sin-
gle flush toilets (staff & children) change over to dual flush but they installed two tanks 
out the side, to collect water from the Centre’s roof for toilet flushing. Then every tap 
was changed over to a newer version 
with flow restrictors or tap aerators. This 
included press down, spring loaded taps 
in the children’s hand basins.  
 

And for outdoor uses, there is another 
tank, collecting the rain from their sand-
pit roof. To help tune the children into 
the tank water level, a weighted rope 
hangs down at the front (visible but in-
side a pipe). During my recent visit the 
tank was getting very low and the chil-
dren were keen for more rain, a fun and 
very valuable learning experience. 
 

Unfortunately not only were several 
Centres unsuccessful with this grant but 
it also no longer exists, leaving Early 
Childhood Centres with no avenues for 
support, at the moment! 
 

Congratulations to the Staff for making 
all this happen. The outcomes of your 
actions for sustainable water use are sig-
nificant and ongoing, for the children, 
their families and the community.

Evaluation shows commitment to Waste Wise strategies 
Evaluation of the first twelve months of the North East Waste Forum (NEWF) Early Childhood Waste Wise Education 
Project has been completed. Services taking part in the project were very committed to reducing the amount of rubbish 
thrown out and produced on site each day. 
 

Services showed a commitment to separating waste effectively, recycling effectively, composting and worm farming 
and to sharing  information with families. Preschools in particular were able to promote low waste lunches to encourage 
participation of the low waste focus with families. One Long Day Care Centre reduced the amount of disposable  nap-
pies used each day which is a great commitment from staff. Participants indicated that their knowledge and skill levels 
had increased with regards to reducing waste during the course of the project. Services agreed that the project had en-
abled them to integrate a waste wise focus into the children’s activities, routines and into their everyday interactions 
with the children.
