There is a growing awareness of the importance of waste minimisation in Early Childhood Services in the
Ballina, Byron, Clarence Valley, Tweed, Richmond Valley and Kyogle Shire Council Areas. Early Child-
hood staff are embracing the concepts, routines and education required to work towards a Waste Wise
Service. For the North East Waste Forum, the positive outcomes of this project make our work worthwhile
and our goals for the community to become Waste Wise become a little more possible each day.

Twenty three services in the above Council areas are involved in the project which has run for 18 months

and will continue for another 12 months. Visits to Kindergarten classes will also be available from July 09.

The key strategies in becoming Waste Wise are as follows:

1. Separating waste effectively in staff areas and with the children. Waste needs to be separated into
compostable material, recycling and material that is rubbish or cannot be used again.

2. Materials need to be placed in the correct external bins and compostable material needs to go into
worm farms, compost bins or sent home to feed chooks.

3. Educating the children to separate rubbish themselves and educating them as to why it is important to
separate and dispose of rubbish thoughtfully.

4. Education of families so that carers become motivated to separate rubbish effectively at home and re-
inforce what is happening at your preschool or long day care centre with the children.

5. All staff working as a team, even cleaning staff as they are often responsible for putting rubbish and
recycling into outside bins.

6. Considering what else can be done. Implementation of Environmental Action Plans, excluding the use
of harmful chemicals, buying products with recycled content and double sided printing are examples
of actions which work towards being environmentally aware.
